Despite Singapore’s zero-tolerance stance towards drugs, consumption is on the rise, 
even amongst the young. Central Narcotic Bureau (CNB) reported that the number of 
drug abusers arrested in 2023 increased by 10% from 2022, of which 30% (952) were 
new abusers. 

Our church member, Judy Fong, has been working as a free-lance rehabilitation 
counsellor in Singapore Prison since 2014, mainly with drug addicts in the Drug 
Rehabilition Centres or the Penal sector.
